We’ve just moved to the wonderful village Bishopsteignton a couple of 

months ago, we are still newbies in the area. The girls have settled into the 

brilliant local school. We are excited and happy to be here, we are loving the 

people, the coast and the country…and we’ve finally got some sun, hooray. 

Our garden is wild and green and overgrown. Lots of brambles, ivy, tall 

grasses and a Bishopsteignton favourite, wild garlic. We’ve got lots of cutting 

back to do, preparing the ground etc to enable new things to grow. We love 

all the green in the garden but would also like to get some colour and variety 

in too.  
 

When change is mentioned in church it can feel hard to step away from what 

we know especially if you are running at capacity. Part of my role is to look 

for opportunities to re-engage the church to younger generations. The 

Church of England have boldly made a strategy to reach out to youth and 

children which makes up the anagram: PRAY - Prioritise, Resource, Adapt 

and include You. Church is a gathered community made up of all types of 

people and all ages. For whatever reasons many Church of England  

churches do not represent a full age range and that is something the church 

increasingly recognises needs to be addressed. 
 

When we got married a few moons ago we felt God highlight the verse Isaiah 

54:2 ‘Enlarge the place of your tent, stretch your tent curtains wide, do not 

hold back; lengthen your cords, strengthen your stakes’. So much so that a 

vicar we knew at the time got it engraved on a glass plate for us. We’ve  

always had a desire to see church exist for younger people and to grow. But 

this can mean change, while honouring what has gone before and what  

currently exists. There is no obliteration of the old way, like our mature  

garden. We aren’t digging up every plant and tree. But space to be made to 

plant new things and a variety. For the church this isn’t just the task of one 

person however, it is too big a task. There is a call on those in and out of the 

church to (like in Isaiah) to make the tent bigger, stretch out, to make space. 

Prepare the ground for the new plants and colour to be planted next to the 

mature existing garden.

A few disturbing facts: 

● The UK is the second-worst offender in the world for plastic waste per  

 person, behind the USA. UK households throw away 90 billion pieces of 

 plastic per year. 
 

● Just 17% is recycled. 58% is incinerated, releasing CO ² and toxic gases. 
 

● Microplastics have been found in human blood, lungs, liver, colon, breast 

 milk and placenta. The effects on our health are still largely unknown. 
 

What should we do? 

● Always look for plastic-free packaging. Buy fruit and vegetables loose. 
 

● Refill your plastic water-bottle, rather than buying a new one. Take a     

 re-usable cup to coffee shops. 
 

● Recycle everything you can. Most supermarkets, and small Co-op  stores, 

 accept flexible plastic (film, etc) for recycling. 
 

● We can reduce our plastic consumption. In the recent Greenpeace Big 

 Plastic Count, one SI member used 67 pieces in a week, the other only 

 27 (both were two-person households).
